Summary of the Meeting of the REACH Committee 
19 – 20 November 2019 – Brussels 
The REACH Committee met on 19 and 20 November 2019 in Brussels.

Mr Otto Linher and Ms Cristina de Avila chaired the meeting. The agenda of the meeting was adopted.
The Committee discussed a draft Commission Implementing Decision concerning an application for authorisation for a use of chromium trioxide under the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 (HAPOC GmbH & Co KG) (‘Hapoc 3’). The Committee gave a favourable opinion by qualified majority.
The Committee discussed a draft Commission Implementing Decision concerning an application for authorisation for a use of chromium trioxide under the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 (Mahle Ventiltrieb GmbH and Mahle Polska Sp. z o.o.). The Committee gave a favourable opinion by qualified majority.
The Committee discussed a draft Commission Implementing Decision concerning an application for authorisation for a use of dichromium tris(chromate) under the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 (Wesco Aircraft EMEA Limited). The Committee gave a favourable opinion by qualified majority.
The Committee discussed a draft Commission Implementing Decision concerning an application for authorisation for certain uses of pentazinc chromate octahydroxide under the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 (Aviall Services Inc.). The Committee gave a favourable opinion by qualified majority.

The Committee discussed a draft Commission Implementing Decision concerning  an application for authorisation for a use of strontium chromate under the REACH  Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 (Wesco Aircraft EMEA Limited and others). The Committee gave a favourable opinion by qualified majority.

The Committee discussed a draft Commission Regulation amending Annex XVII to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 as regards diisocyanates. The vote did not take place.

The Committee discussed a draft Commission Regulation amending Annex XVII to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 as regards lead and its compounds (‘Lead stabilisers in PVC’). The Committee gave a favourable opinion by qualified majority.

The Committee discussed a draft Commission Regulation amending Annex II to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006. The Committee gave a favourable opinion by unanimity.

The Committee had a discussion on elements of a draft Commission Regulation amending Annex XVII to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 as regards lead in gunshot in wetlands.
The Committee had a discussion on elements of a draft Commission Regulation amending Annex XVII to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 as regards substances in tattoos and permanent make-up inks.

The Committee discussed the latest developments of a draft Commission Regulation amending Annex XVII to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 as regards PFNA, PFDA, PFUnDA, PFDoDA, PFTrDA, PFTDA, their salts and related substances.

The Committee had a discussion on elements of a draft Commission Implementing Regulation under REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 as regards the update of registration dossiers.
The Committee had a discussion on the intentions related to the amendment of Annexes VI to XI to the REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006.
The Committee received an update from the Commission on an amendment of Annex XIV of REACH and other options related to the endocrine disrupting properties of four phthalates (entries 4 to 7). 

The Committee was updated by France on their intentions for the next steps on the substance creosote following a Commission Decision under Article 129 REACH. 

The Committee adopted its amended Rules of Procedure by unanimity. The amendment was mainly triggered by the transition of Regulation (EC) No 1272/2008 (CLP) to delegated acts.
